WINEMAKING

Fermentation took place in a small, open fermentation tank. The grapes were
punched down twice a day. After 30 days of skin contact the grapes were
pressed with a basket press. Malolactic fermentation is completed before its
pressed. The wine was matured in 80% new, 225L & 500L French oak barrels
for a total of 24 months.
